This will be the first Education Department article 
Iôve written since Jim Christman and I ñswappedò 
positions.  
Jim has headed up the North Coast Ohio Sail 
and Power Squadronôs Education Department 
since 2015.  In those five years our Squadron 
taught the Americaôs Boating Course nine-
teen times.  Over 150 people (children, youth 
and adults) successfully completed one of these 
courses during that time span.  I think it goes 
without saying that by taking this course they be-
came better boaters. In addition to the nineteen 
ABC courses, a number of our members took 
one or more of the following USPS courses:  
Seamanship, Piloting, Advanced Piloting and 
Junior Navigation.   
 

Iôm reminded of an analogy I once heard.  When 

you drive by a pond and see a bunch of ducks 

floating across the surface, everything seems to 

be peaceful and tranquil.  However, if you were 

able to look below the surface youôd see a lot of 

webbed feet frantically paddling to keep the 

ducks moving across the pond.  The same thing 

holds true with organizing and hosting an Ameri-

caôs Boating Course.  Once youôve agreed upon 

offering an ABC course you have to find and rent 

an appropriate venue.  Then you need to order 

all the necessary course materials as well as an-

cillary USPS handouts from Headquarters.  You 

also need to obtain copies of the ñOhio Boat Op-

erator Guideò, ñU.S. Coast Guard U.S. Aid to 

Navigation Guideò and ñA Boater Guide to the 

Federal Requirements for Recreational Boatsò  

from the appropriate organizations.  Next you 

have to contact ODNRôs Cleveland office and 

make arrangements for a water safety officer to 

come into the classroom one night to go over 

Ohioôs boating regulations.  If you havenôt al-

ready gotten one or more volunteers to teach the 

course that now becomes a priority.  (As an 

aside, a number of NCOSPS members have 

been very generous in offering their time and ex-

pertise as course instructors ï THANK YOU 

VERY MUCH!)  Once the course calendar has 

been published you need to make yourself avail-

able to handle telephone or e-mail inquiries from 

the general public about course timing, cost, lo-

cation, etc.  On the first night of the course you 

need to bring along all the necessary paperwork 

to get students officially enrolled in the course 

You also need to make sure all the audio / video 
equipment is operational and the course instructors 
have all of the visual aids they will be using (life 
vests, flares, plus cleats and line for the knots and 
lines portion of the course).  On the last night of the 
course you need to hand out and then grade both 
of the tests (State of Ohio and USPS) that will be 
administered and lastly bring along preprinted wal-
let cards and diplomas youôve prepared assuming 
everyone will show up and pass the tests.  Some-
times one or more students canôt make it to the 
class on the test day.  In that case, you may need 
to meet them sometime following the completion of 
the course so they can have an opportunity to take 
the test.    
 

For the past five years Jim Christman has spent a 
significant amount of time completing all the behind 
the scenes work referenced above thereby making 
sure the courses NCOSPS offer go off without a 
hitch.  On behalf of our Squadron I want to thank 
Jim for his dedication and service.  I also appreci-
ate Jimôs offer to assist me this year as I work my 
way up to speed on the Education Department Of-
ficerôs responsibilities and duties. 
 

We will be offering two ABC courses this winter / 
spring.  We will offer a five week course at the Don 
Umerley Civic Center in Rocky River on February 
3
rd
, 10

th
, 17

th
 24

th
 and March 2

nd
.  These Monday 

night sessions will be held from 6:30 pm to 9:00 
pm.    
 

We will also offer a three week Saturday ABC 
course at Beaver Park Marina South on April 18

th
, 

25
th
 and May 2

nd
.  These courses will run from 9:00 

am until 3:00 pm.  We are currently looking into of-
fering a third ABC course on the East Side of 
Cleveland but have not yet pegged down the de-
tails.   
 

In addition, if any squadron members are interested 
in taking one of the USPS courses (Seamanship, 
Piloting & Navigation, Boat Systems Operation and 
Maintenance, Weather, Sail, Cruising & Cruise 
Planning), please donôt hesitate to let me know.

My New Yearôs ResolutionéItôs time for a diet change. 
 

Happy New Year!  
If you are like me, you are probably thinking of making some sort of diet change this coming year. Some 
of us will be cutting calories or adding fiber to our diet to shed a few pounds. Some of us will be cutting 
down on the red meat and adding more plant based meals to bring our cholesterol down. Vegetarian and 
vegan diets are becoming more popular, as people are making diet changes not only for their own health, 
but also out of concern for the treatment of animals, and the effect on our planet.  
 

Five years ago, following a trip to our friendôs family farm in Missouri, we chose to make a major diet 
change ï We started buying organic foods. We had seen firsthand how the pesticides and chemical ferti-
lizers used to grow the food we ate had an effect on the farmerôs health, his fields and the ground water. 
Pesticide and fertilizer runoff were having a toxic ripple effect throughout our ecosystem - Our streams, 
lakes, fish, birds and amphibians were found to have pesticide and fertilizer residue. By purchasing or-
ganic food, we were supporting a farming system that is less toxic to the environment and also better for 
our own health.  
 

Today, itôs time for another diet change ï eliminating plastics.  Our New Yearôs resolution is to eliminate 
all single use plastics, like water bottles, straws, coffee cup lids, and plastics bags, for a start, from our 
lifestyle. Professor Sherri Mason who presented the State of the Great Lakes at The City Club of Cleve-
land last year, stated there are more than 100 million pieces of plastic in Lake Erie today.  Prof. Mason, 
from the State University of New York at Fredonia, began her research in 2012 and found about 46,000 
pieces of plastic per square kilometer in Lake Erie alone. She said there's an even larger amount in the 
sediment at the bottom of the lake and in the rivers that feed it. ñWe went from looking in the Great Lakes 
to looking in the rivers, going upstream from the lakes, and there we see that the 
counts go up even higher, because youôre closer to the people, and ultimately peo-
ple, we are the source of this material,ò said Mason. Most of what they found are mi-
croplastics, pieces the size of a sesame seed or smaller, that come from broken 
down products like straws and bags. Other types of pollutants, like PCBôs found in 
Lake Erie attach themselves to microplastics, then fish and other animals eat them, and those pollutants 
make their way up the food chain to humans. 
 

Mason said the key to ending the pollution is for people to change their behavior. ñBy 
refusing the straws, the bags, the bottles, we can be the change we wish to see in 
the world," said Mason. Even plastic trash on your street and in open trash recepta-
cles poses a risk during a thunderstorm, when the rain takes it down our storm drains 
which then takes it into our water.  Once plastic gets into the lake, it takes hundreds 

of years to break down and it doesn't biodegrade. Now thatôs food for thought!
